Boveral ways of jireserving eggs are
The object is to prevent
avaporation from the egg.  Cutting off
the air from the conitouts of the égg
preserves them longer than’ will any
other trestrient. An egg which hag
lain in brso eveo for s fow days will
smell and taste munsty. Packed in lima
¢gga will be stained. Covered with s
«oat of apirit varnish eggs have Kept so
porfedtly that after the lapss of two

years chickens wers hatehod from them. -

A good egg will sink i s body of
water; if stale, a body of air inside the
shell will froquently canso # o fost.

‘When boiled  fresh egg will sdhere to |

the shell, which will have s rough ex-
terior; i stals, the outside will ba
smooth and glarsy,
