A SERIOUS FIRE.

Bramerd 13 Vi by the wnr!l
Conflagra’for Ste | a: Know
r Years.

The Loss of Property Foots up 875,

This city was visted by the most
sorions fire that it has known for
yours this morning, and s & result
part of the business portion -of the
wity lies a blackened mass of rains to-

departmeiit, the fire at {hat tima be-
ing loentod in the barn. in the roar of
the Commereial Hotel, and bad gained
somo bendway, The wlarm was pent
in to the pump house from the First
ward hosg houss and st first & good
stream of water was obtained, but for
oaly n faw muments, and in the mean<
tima the fire had spread to all parts
of tho large bam and waa menseing
the hotel propety, with a steong wind
blowing from the north and the north-
west, Waler was again obtained but
a broakdown ocetirrod ot the pump-
houre, and for soms time thera was
no water at all. A messengor was
;l.qnuh-d to the howse of Jus. !lc-

the mischicf bad been necomplished
inthe meantime. Thefire hud npread
10 the hotel and that large building'
ws soon. enveloped in fames which
1o earthly power could subdue, the
wind carrying the cinders and sparks
ioto the air and making the hest
almost unbearable anywhors within &
‘block of the burning building. The
buildings adjoiniog the hotel on the
south, beng the old Peler Mortz
building, the old city lock-up, and &
building owned by G. W. Holland,
formerly ocenpiod by o second-band
storo, ware soon ablaze, aud in turn
fired the elegant new Catholie parson-
age, which had but recently boeon
completed, and tha Catholic chureb.
In the mesntime the fames wer
working wastward, and had crossed
Fifth streot and  ignited the Gardner
building on the corner, secupiod by
A E. Voon, jeweler, aod H Rosen-
berg, cigar maker. About thin time
wator eamo to the assistance of the
firemen and they worked with a will,
which saved the business portion of
tho city from slmost fotal destruction.
Theo firo was chocked o Laurel street
after it had licked np tha five build-
inga balanging to Geo. Gardner.
Wet blankets on the roof af the Orth
building on the. north side of the
strost saved that from biirning. Every-
thing was burned on Fifth street sonth
to Maple, the wind favoring the firs-
men st this point. In the bLluck
where the Commercial stood bul one
building remains untouehed by tho
fite fiend,

It 1 quite generally eoneeded that
the fire was of incendiary origin, ss it
was first duscovered in the stable of
the large bar,  place it would seem
almest impossible ot that time of night

the barn was closed. The firemen
coul casily have stopped the further
destruction of property if the water
prosmure had beon on when they i
rived, but the unfortunate occurrence

at the pump house, which always
soems o hppen when water is most
needed, resulted in the destruction of
nearly §76,000 worth of property.
The loss to the city and to the in-
dividuals is a severe one.

The Commereial Hotél which was
deatroyed was one of the old land-
marka m this city, having been built
by the Lelards somo nineloen yoars

ago.
