Nrw Yonx, Jan 29.—Hon William
Windom, secrotary of the treasury of
the' United States, died to-night ab
1001 o’clock, in the banguet ball at
Delmonico’s, where bo was o guest of
the New York Board of Trade and
Transportation. Ha had finished kis
response, had seated bimself, swooned
at ones, snd died almost immediately.
Evory affort fo restoro was made, but
vam. He died of heart disouse.
“The great sssemblago at once dis-
solred. Mr. Windom hed been the
only speaker, and the sentiment to
which he responded was: “Our Coun-
try's Proaperity Depondent Upon Its
Instruments of Commorce.”

He will
remain in this condition of temper
until the beginning of Mareb, when
b will ehow 8 disposition 1o lurk in
cequestered spoly of the glen and
imidly avoid the presence of all, even
f s kind. Daring this penod, oo
the spot where tho antlers wers, a
wair of protuberances will moke their
nppearance, covered with & soft, dark,
wlvety skin. These will stiain =
considorable growth in & faw daye.
Thoearotid arterics of thésa protuber-
aaces will enlarge with them in ofder
1o supply u suficiency of nourish
ment. When tho mow sntlors have
attained their full growth, which will
bein ten wecks after the old omes
bave been shed, the bany o n the
base through which the antlers
will bogin to thicken, and gndm]!y
Klling up will compress the blood
vessels and ultimately oblitoratethom.
The velvety elan thal
‘bone, bamg thus deprived of noursh-
ment, will loso its vitality and will be
rubbed off in_shreds by the stag on
the edges of rocks o other hsrd
substances.  As soun a3 the Inll size
of tho antlers 15 aiiained the docile
disposition of the deer will disppeas
&nd be will become onos mors for the
year the flerce and uafriendly king of
the glen.
