years have struggled along with a single
track now yield to the pressure of growing
trade, and are laying with all possible des-
patch & second line of rails.

TBIEB BLE CALAMITY TO A SEAL H\nﬂ'ﬂ(ﬂ

£ New Yomx, May 27.
‘The Tines to-mortow will publish partic-
ulars of losses of vessels off the cost of Lab-
fador and New Foundland during the seal-
ing voyage this spring. Up to the latest
possible mail date over forty vessels, includ-
ing four steamships, had been heard from as
the latest wrecks, having been dashed to
pleces while amid the huge 'iceburgs and
plains of ice during the- terrible hurricane.
On the voyige each of those vessels carried
about 100 men who were employed as seal
hunters, and out of those four thousand hu-
man souls only oue hundred and seventy-
five have been saccounted for. The largest
majority of these unfort; nnsfes have left fam-*
ilies behind exclusively) dependent on them
for support.

THE PUBLIUC HEALTH.

DY NATHAN ALLEN.

The incressing attention to health, both
by individuals and public bodies, is 8
strong indicalion of an advancing civiliza-
tion, lnthe prevention of disease, and
the preservation of life, it involves not on-
1y the interests of individuals, but the
welfare of neighborhoods and communi-
ties. Thusin s district or state where the
welfare of the public can be promoted by’

| legislation, the subject of health is begin-
ning to sitract mors and more sttention.—
In the State of Massachusefts, for more
then thirly years, the -gubject his been
brought in & voriely of ways before’ its
Legislaturs, and varioas laws bave been
enacted having relations directly or indi-
rectly to public wellare in this respect
bat it was not till 1869 that definite action
was taken in organizing a “Siate Board of
Health.” |

This Eoard consisls of geven persons,
appointed by the Governer and Couneil :
six of whom are paid only their expenses,
but the seventh—s highly ednoated physi-
cian—is paid a regular salaty, and devotes
s whole time (o this work.

_SEEDING LANDS.
From the Farmers® Union.

A faw years siooe. the pmm of|
seediog down land iu this Btate -
attended with a good desl of dlﬂonlcy
It was almost impossible to get what is
called a,good set. As the soil becomes
cultivated this difficulty bes in a meas-
ure passed away, sud now the farmer
bas little trouble in this imporant
branch of sgriculture,

Probably the spriogtime is bést to
sow the seed of the tame grasses.
Timothy and olover, and in & few in-
stances, blae grass seemed to be pret-
ty generally oultivated. In the. older
settled parts of the State we learn
that & good deal of land bas been seed-
ed down this spring. This system of
farmiog is quite & pecessity. Land
requires rest. The constant ‘use of
the plow, followed by crops of grain or
roots, will wear oot any land. We
dou’t care how rich ‘it may be in ita
primitive Btate, orups year after year
will reach the bottom of the goil, A
fow years of rest has a wondertully re-
ouperative effect. The land will bear
grass each year, and at the samu time,
it will become enriched.

This is a luw of nature and a very
wise one as that. Of all other ocrops,
we consider the hay erop of the 3tate

a very important one—we Were going|®

to say the most important, but we sre
reluctantly obliged to admit that
wheat comes in first. The time will
te, perhaps oot in our day, when the
hay crop will be the orop of the Norsh-
west, and the sooner that period ar-
rives the better. It will be better for
farmers, it will be better for all classes
of ovr people. .There is & wealth in
stoek that no other property possesses
We doo’t know why wt is thus, but we
are satisied to koow that it is so, aod]
with this koowledge it scems that we
rhunld|profic by it.
