try, and the St. Paul and Pacific building
north on the' Minnesota side of the Red riv-
er, good markets will be afforded, What &
blessing railroads ave to » new country.
All houor to the enterprising men who have
this important work in hand. Wae stopped
the second night outat Grand Forksseyenty
wiiles from Georgetown, quite an enterpris-
ing young town at the Junction of the Red
and Red Lake rivers. Quite s lumber trade
has sprung up here.

Wa-
relative to the weight that'tan be
boroe by the [daves of this wonderful
plent : :

Although we are all familisr with
the wonderful tales told by vdyagers
on the Aamzon of the buoyant power
of the leaf of Vietoria Regine, mow s
common aod ‘well known water plant,
I have not seen recorded the actnal
weight supported ; it may, there-
fore, iaterest your readors to men-
tion an esperiment made hero last
!euk. A leal was selected, the
worst but one of eight on the plant as
we did ot like to destroy the best; it
wag however, pretty perleat, ouly a few
holes within six inches of the margin ;
diameter five feet #ix inohes. On this
leaf I placed a wheel three feet six
inches in diameter, with eight spokes
made of thin wood, and o smalt foot-
board, oo which I stocd and floated
“bigh and dry.” The wheel was
neoessary lo. distribute the pressure
over a considerable portion of the sur-
face, the texture of the leaf being ex-
ceedingly tender. ' The foot board did
not touch the leaf, but rested on the
spokes of the wheel. I have no doubt
that 1if the @heel had becn of the same
diameter a8 the leaf, it would have
gerved ‘s a life-bont for 4 small fumily,
a8 the wext experiment will show.
Tho Wwheel and fout-board were
removed frum®the leaf, and its sur-
face left quite free; we then grad-

ually spread over the surface
shell.gravel previously  weighed
out in half owt, wheo the gard-

eners  standing by would- not
beliove their own eyes, and began
feeling under the leaf, thinking there
must be some other support than wa-
ter —but no the leaf fluated quite frce
—aunother 20 pounds and another, and
another, were throwo on,nlfd_ yet the
good ship remained cea-worthy and no
sizns of foundering ; 426 pounds  zall-
ed, waer began to leak iuto the holes;
the excitcment, or perbaps the heat
of the “stove” in which we worked,
made us hasty and nostesdy inloading
cargo the wasic in wLich was eugment-
ed by the leakage, and an uslucky
cagt tilted the leaf on ome side; the
water rushed over, -it- erumpled np
like a sheet of juper and sark in deep
wter, corrying with ita load of 486
pounds, (besides water).
