Losy Estimnited at $1,230,000. i
Another great fire ocenrred in Bos-
ton on Decoration Day., When dis-
covered the fire was in the upper floor
of Huley, Morse & Co.’s wanrehouse,
among the workshops, and flames were
issuing from the roof. Piles of light
material, packed away, were like so
much tinder, and before analarm could
be given grent volumes of flame were
rolling up fifty feet in the air, and
clonds of smoke were riging. The
beat was intense, sud in twenty min,
utes the upper stories of the building,
from frount to rear, 200 feet deep, were
a mass of flames.
