RAVAGES OF TIGERS,

Chincse Superstitions.

An Amoy letter to the Shanghai
Courier says :

* Some time ago, when writing to
you, I gave you p brief account of the
depritations of the tigers to the west
of Amoy. Since then, news bas arrived
of their having appeared in the moun-
tains that lie about 50 miles north of
this. From sll sccounts they ap
to be committing great havoe, smm
have become the terror of the mgionﬁl
they inbubit. In the couse of three ar
four months they have killed 20 per-
sons, aml of course on indefinite num-
ber of pigs, ete. A cerlain temple,
which is situnted away in a lonely spat
nmong these hills, has been rendered
tenantless and uninbabitable by them.
A short tiwe since it wag oceupied by
three persons—a priest, a laboring man
whom he had engaged to assist
Itm in tilling a few fields belon, 'n% to
the temple, and the mother of the lat
ter. One evening, in returning from
the Belds, they were set upon by the
tigers, and the whole of them killed.
Such terror has taken possession of
the country people that they dare nat

certain hour in the afterncon. The
farmers, each morning, are accustomed
to mssemble together, and, after the
beating of googs sud. firing of gunos,
they feel they may go in safety to their
fields. Various consnltations have been
held among the wise heads, both s to
the cause of the irruption of thete
unwelcome visitiors, and the means by
which they might be repressed.
