We had been
there about three weoks, for we dared
nat go farther south, and’ we wero
trading in small wares with the Kir-
glicezes, Besidea mysell and  this
youug fellow, Zotofl, there was another
man ' who was sent back to Russia a
year ago.  Well, the Kirgheezes came
on us in a great number and took us

The two Cousacks who were at the
station ran away and pot off, but after-
wird Colonel Rakim wus “killed there.
Wo were put on lorseback snd bad to
travel night and duy for four or five
dnys to Kiiva, around the west end of
the Aral Sen.  Tho Kirgheeges treated
us well-enough, as  they (wanted to
bring us n  alive; bat* wo Lad
very little water wnd were almont
starved. Wo were all worn out with
riding so'far. When we got there wo
were put up for snle, and many peaple
came nnd looked ot us, and feit of us
to sec if we were strong,  Finully, the
Khan himself sent and bonght us for
250 tillas apiece, or about 500 roubles,
We were then sent to one of the sum

mer palaces of the Khnn, and sct to
work in the gardens. There we found
several ~other Russians: some as
gardeners und nthers earpenters, nud
doing what they were best fit for. At
the beginning, théy shaved our heads
and eut off onr mustuches, nnd wanted
to force us to become Mobummedans,
But, finally, the Kban said that we
ought to do as wo chose, nuvd need not
be forced, so that after that we were
left in pence.

The Khan himseli isa young man,
26 years old, very mild and :good na-
tared, but heis yery weak, and con-
trolled by an Afghan, who makes him
do very bad things. The governwent
is very bad and despotic, and if the
Khan had his own way lie wonld have
relensed s long ago, He often nsed
to walk in the garden, and sometimes
talked to us pleasantly. He doeqpl-
most nothing, nnd rarely goes hnnting,
hat amuses Wimself with his wives and
dancing boys. We were not very badly
trented, except ut first, and often went
into the city and to the bazar. We had
the same food ps the Persian slaves,
and in general lived much as they did.
I shonld think there were 25, Per-
s1an slaves there.  We dressed like the
rest of the people, and no one ‘ever
troubled us when we went ous. Of course
if we had tried to run away we wonld
linge been hung at once. ~But if we
conld mavnge to.save money it was
possible to buy ourselves; that is, we
must buy another slave to take our
place, and then we could be free, but
we never could leave the conntry.
There were some Russians there who
Lind been there along time. - Some bad
become Mohnmmedans and had mar-
ried severul wivee, and, thers was one
alil Russinn: who hnd been taken on
Peroffsky’s expedition.  Many of these
Russiaus had entirely forgotten how to
tulk Russian. They only remembered
their prayers, and they said them mueh
hetter than we could. The laws nre
very striet in Ehiva, nnd every day
svwebedy is hanged or bas his bend
ent off. If one man complains agoinst
‘his debtor, and the debt 18 proved, the
man is hanged if he denies it ; but if it
is not proved, anl the man does not
confess when tortured, then the credi-
tor is hanged.  When a man is jound
with a woman both are exeented.

Wo always were in liopes of being
relensed, and when we lheard of the
advanee of the Russians we thought
that now our time was come. When
the Khan knew that the Russians were
seuding an army agoinst him he want-
«d to givein at once, Lut the Divan.
Begees would not let him. They fimt
sent ong embassy to Constantinople
and then one to Indin. Really itds to
the English that wo owe our release;
uuil we are very grateful to them. The
Queen of Eugland said to the Khivan
Ambassador, **Tell your Khan that
ke is hinisell to Dblame, and that
I cavnot help him. Let him first
relense the Russiau prisovers and then
the 30,000 Persian slaves ho has, and
tLen perhaps I can deo something. Bat
he must do this first,” (I have resson
to consider this part of Burnashefls
stary apocryphal.”. The embassy came
back, and within flve days we were all
relensed.  The Kban seat to every man
a new Lhadced, but we wonld not be
lieve our good Inck till we had reached
here. We nlways thought there wns s
trick in it. We came up the east zide
of the Aral Sea;, closo to the sen, and
so did not meet the expedition. We
were treated well enough, but for ten
dnys had  no water but melted snow,
We were thirty dayaon the road.

Khivais a very poor conntry, and
fruit and even grain is bLrought from
Boklhara, Twice, when the harvests
were bad, tho prices were very high,
and ‘many people died. The ity is
very dirty and unpleasant.  All ‘the
houses ave small and of mud, nnd the
streets nro very narrow, The Russian
army will take tho city nt once, The
walls are only of mud, and very. thin :
you can dig holes in them with your
hand. Thoere are u fow old cannon,
but very bad, amd the Khivavs do not
gnow how to uso them. Not long ngo
they filled ono full of powder, and it
-burst and killed twenty-five men. They
are not onthe walls, but in front of
the Khan's palace.  There is no reg-
ular army, but people ore hired by the

Nothing in particular bap-
pened for soveral monthis ;. and the en-
terprising owner arranged nets foreals
smf other fish, which he canght in the
pond in large quantities during the fall
and winter. ‘ :

‘When the ice had covered the pond,
holes were cnt and the lobster trups
were put down.  Qood, sizeable; hard-
shell lobsters were at onee caught, and
two things were proved; first, the
water was deep and pure enough to
keep the fish alive: and secondly, the
fish were healthy for they had taken
their hardeped shells in the usual
manner, and new claws bad grown in
the place of those lost. In the spring,
eels, perch, and a great many other
kinds of fish were taken from the pond
in liberal quantities, and now that the
spawning season  is well advanced, the
farm bad reached its final and most
critical stage. SBome 15,000 good, mar-

ketuble lobsters have been taken
out and  sold. Every one was
a male fish, as the | fe-

male fish were all returned to . the
water for breeding purposes.  The
spawn is now on its last stage, and in
un few weeks, if all goes well, some mil-
lions of young lobsters %ill swarm in
the pomf..
