as witl placeithe rights of legislative control
wyer such corporations eyoud all question.

Fifth, That we heartily applaud the active
menstires of the late Uongress in ferreting
out and exposing corruption. We lave.
ssen with profound regret, in the develop-
ments made thereby, evidence of ofiicial and
politival corruption aud the use abuse of re-
sponsible positions by en of all political
parties to further personal ends, and we de-
mand pire officlal conduct and the punish-
went of unfaithfal public men, State and
Natiomal, who have Letrayed the confidence
ireely extended to them, shall not Le shield-
ed from disgrace Dy any partizanship of
ours, and we dewounce all: Credit Mobilier
transactions whatever be their form.
