Julius Obsequens in his Book of Prodi-
gies, says thatin the year 196, B. 0., huge
swarms of locusts appeared in northern
Africa, were driven ioto the ses by tiie
wind, werecast up on shoro by the waves,
and that cattle and 800,000 of theinhabi-
tants died of pestilence caused by the de-
caying insects. -

The Romsan historian Livy relates
among the predigies reported from vari
ous places 205, B. 0. that a huge swarm
of locusts settled 'upon a fleld in Capua
(not far-from Rome,) so suddenly-that no
one could tell whence Lthey came.

The same author, relating the occur-
rences of the year 174 B. 0. says:

“Locusts were driven by, the wind
from the Mediterranean sca into Apulis,
fin Southern ' Italy,) inuch greatciouds

bat they covered tho fields to a long
distance with thelr swarms. For tho pur-
pose of destroying this pestof the erops,
